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Hungering and thirsting for  God is at the very root of our  being. It’s the way God 
made us. When we think of hunger  and thirst it is obvious that they are natural 
expressions of human basic desire and need for  food and water. If someone looses 
their  appetite it is often a clear  indicator  that something is wrong physically. This 
is also true in the spiritual. When there is no hunger  for  the presence of God, it is 
an indicator that something is wrong spiritually. 

When we get hungry, many of us begin to look for  something to appease the 
hunger. If we are at work we may head to the snack machine in the hall, or  if we 
are at home, we go to the refrigerator, looking for  a something that will take away 
the feeling of hunger. Hunger  prompts us to seek something to fill us up, even if it 
is something that is not really good for  us. Today, many believers “snack” their 
way through the day on "junk-food" activities and then find that they have no time 
to "feast" with God. They desire everything except God. They take God in small 
doses throughout the day and week and somehow  hope that on Sunday they can 
"catch up" on their  time with the Lord. The danger  of this type of behavior  is that 
we dull our  sense of hunger  for  God. In the same way that continued snacking 
through the day can dull our  appetite and cause us to pass up a good, nutritious 
meal that our  body needs, so we can fill up our  schedules and desires to the point 
that we do not even realize that we no longer desire the presence of God.

God spoke to me that in the year 2012 He wants his people to HUNGER & THIRST 
for  HIM and we will be completely satisfy. From the prophets of the Old Testament 
to Jesus and on through to the book of Revelation, the people of God are depicted 
as those who have developed a desire for  God. Could it be that the missing 
element in the Church today is that desire for  God Himself? I challenge you to 
hunger  and thirst for  God by making a commitment to pray and not pray as a 
matter  of convenience. Remember  God promises in Matthew  5:6, that he will fill 
us or  give us real satisfaction in life if we hunger  and thirst after  him.
